Action Item:
Campbellsville University request to offer program at an off-site location
Applicable Statutes and Regulation:
KRS 161.028; KRS 161.048
16 KAR 5:010, Section 28
Applicable Goal:
Goal 1:  Every approved educator preparation program meets or exceeds all accreditation standards and prepares knowledgeable, capable teachers and administrators who demonstrate effectiveness in helping all students reach educational achievement.
Issue:
Should the EPSB approve Campbellsville University’s request to establish another off-site location?

Background:
Regulation 16 KAR 5:010 Standards for Accreditation of Educator Preparation Units and Approval of Programs was revised in 2007 to require EPSB approval for off-site campuses established by educator preparation institutions. The regulation requires educator preparation institutions to seek approval from the EPSB before establishing off-site campuses.
In May 2009 the EPSB granted approval for Campbellsville University (CU) to offer its Rank I program at an off-site campus in Louisville (no longer being offered) and its IECE program in Louisville, Elizabethtown and Somerset. CU is notifying the EPSB of its intent to add the Elementary P-5 (Initial Certificate Bachelor’s Level) program as a teacher certification program option at the Somerset and Louisville campuses.

Additionally, CU is requesting permission to establish an off-site campus using the Pleasant Grove Baptist Church in Owensboro to deliver its IECE (Initial Certificate Bachelor’s Level) program. The church pastor has indicated the approval for CU to use space within the building which includes classrooms, chairs and tables as well as Wi-Fi access for student and faculty use during class time. Curricular and technology-related materials will be provided by the university including access to the main campus library online database, advisement, financial aid and admission support systems.
