The meeting began at 9:05.
The first topic for discussion was the proposed changes in 16 KAR 6:020.  Mr. Robert Brown was present for this discussion as it involved the testing regulation.  Mr. Brown had some questions for Mr. Marks and Ms. Anderson regarding some of the substitution language within the proposed changes.  After addressing these with Mr. Marks and Ms. Anderson, it was agreed that the changes would move forward as proposed.  

Mr. Carr presented an e-mail from the teacher educators regarding a proposed change to the vocational principal regulation.  After discussion it was decided not to modify the regulation at this time.  
Dr. Marilyn Troupe joined the meeting to discuss proposed changes to the computer/technology certificates.  The proposal brought forth by KDE and Workforce staff recommends replacing the current certificates offered and utilizing new standards to develop an Information Technology base certificate and endorsement.  Mr. Marks presented a packet of information regarding the proposed new standards that had been reviewed by a group of practitioners.  Ms. Anderson indicated that these are national standards that have not yet been “Kentucky-ized” and would serve as a framework for any Kentucky standards adopted.  Ms. Godsey shared that the pathways within the proposed standards closely mirror the courses offered to high schools in the Kentucky Valid Course List.  Dr. Troupe indicated that the next step would be to gather representatives from the various institutions currently offering computer/technology certification programs to review the proposals.  A second meeting would then be necessary to review any proposed standards.  Dr. Troupe will pull together an initial meeting to include institution representatives along with program area consultants from KDE and Workforce.  
As the meeting wrapped up, Mr. Carr stated that he would notify the teacher educator group by e-mail of the decision regarding the principal regulation and that he would move forward with the proposed regulatory changes to 16 KAR 6:020.  He thanked Mr. Marks and Ms. Anderson for their work and the work of their respective staff members on this taskforce.
