Mr. Mike Carr welcomed the group at 9:10 and reviewed the agenda for the meeting.  Various members of the group were to report back regarding the issues to be addressed by this workgroup. 

Mr. Carr reported that he, Ms. Cindy Godsey, Ms. Karla Tipton, and Mr. Henry Lacy would be meeting with directors and HR personnel from various job corps centers in the afternoon.  Topics to be covered included the basics of what it takes to certify a teacher, the use of the TC-1, how to hire and certify occupation based teachers, and issues surrounding the Kentucky Teacher Internship Program (KTIP).  Mr. Robert Brown from EPSB would be in attendance to address the KTIP issues.  Mr. Carr stated that the primary goal of this meeting would be to walk the job corps personnel through what can and cannot be done with regards to certification.
Ms. Godsey reported that she, Ms. Vickie Staley, Ms. Tipton and certification staff met in December regarding the Statement of Eligibility Process.  There were very few changes made to the overall process.  Schools will now receive a printed statement of eligibility for these teachers and their applications will be logged into the EPSB certification database in the same manner as academic area teachers.

Mr. Carr reviewed the draft of changes to 16 KAR 2:150 with the group.  Mr. Lacy pointed out that the word “education” should be removed from the title of the certificate.  It was noted that the change from “Technology Education” to “Engineering and Technology” would happen on the certificate of currently certified individuals as they renew their certification.  The draft of 16 KAR 2:150 would be modified to incorporate the form TC-ET.

Discussion moved to the proposed changes in the Career and Technical Principal regulation.  Mr. Carr talked briefly with Dr. Ed Davis at EKU regarding the proposal but has not yet had any feedback.  Mr. Joe Morgan indicated that the NTI steering committee is scheduled to meet on January 21 and 22 and that this would be a good opportunity to present the proposed changes for input from the teacher educators.  Mr. Lacy brought up 705 KAR 3:141 which requires the certificate for Vocational Administration, Supervision, and Coordination.  It was determined that the regulation in question would not impact the proposed changes as that particular certificate is no longer issued.  It was noted that the current regulation did away with the Vocational Supervision and Coordination certificate (in 2006), but that some universities are still recommending individuals for this certificate.  

Mr. John Marks reported that Mr. Jack McElroy would be talking with the teacher educator programs regarding NOCTI usage for credit.  This discussion is part of the NTI steering committee scheduled for next week.  They will be discussing what needs to happen for credit purposes in areas where the NOCTI is being discontinued or where no NOCTI test exists.  
Discussion of the NOCTI tests continued as the group reviewed the proposed changes to 16 KAR 6:020.  The group reviewed the language in place for areas in which no test exists or areas in which the test is being discontinued.  It was determined that the language currently in place would be sufficient with minor changes.  The group also talked about pilot and emerging areas where tests had yet to be developed.  Mr. Marks suggested looking into the use of and expanded version of the KOSSA tests. Ms. Staley asked if everyone would still be required to take the COMPASS tests. After discussion it was determined that the COMPASS requirement would stay in place for all teachers certified through this route and that the modified language regarding the pre-algebra vs. algebra score was acceptable.  Mr. Carr will make changes as agreed upon by the group to be presented at the NTI steering committee meeting.  
Ms. Karen Smith was present to review the updates needed in the area of Health Science.  Changes to 16 KAR 6:020 would include adding a new Biomedical Sciences certification.  It was also brought to the attention of the group that health science and practical nursing teachers must have current nursing licensure to renew their teaching certification.  

Mr. Joe Morgan shared updated information regarding changes needed in the Information Technology certificates.  He presented draft standards and information from the States Career Clusters Initiatives.  The initial stakeholder review indicated that these standards would cover what IT teachers need to know how to do.  The recommendation would be to sunset the three current IT/Computer Science related certificates and replace them with one restricted based certificate and one endorsement.  The occupation based certification would not be impacted.  Consensus was reached on this and Mr. Carr said he would involve EPSB staff (Marilyn Troupe) to decide how to proceed.  
The final topic for discussion was the proposed changes to 16 KAR 8:040 regarding the ranking of vocational teachers.  Due to the possible financial impacts of the proposed changes, it was decided to postpone any further action regarding this regulation until the financial landscape improves.

The group determined that its next meeting will be in March.  Mr. Carr will contact members regarding specific dates.  The meeting adjourned at 11:35.
