Group Discussion Items:
1. Split the certification for LBD into distinct P-8 and 6-12 certificates.
A. Existing P-12 programs would be sunset and new programs would be submitted for approval. (Timeline TBD)
B. Program standards and reporting processes would be revised to reflect the distinctions. (The Council for Exceptional Children, the NCATE SPA for special education, released new Initial Level Special Educator Preparation Standards in 2012; in addition, the literacy mandate, Senate Bill 1 and any other Kentucky specific standard would be included.)
C. MSD would remain a P-12 certification.
2. Special Education certification would require either a general content knowledge test or all grades reading test (HQ) in addition to a pedagogy test.
A. P-8: Elementary Multiple Subjects (HQ) or (Praxis test TBD)
B. 6-12: Specific Content Test (HQ) or all grades reading test (HQ)
3. For admission to alternative certification programs in special education, require content coursework that would qualify the applicant for Kentucky certification in a content area.
4. Recommendation that all teachers require basic understanding/working knowledge   of common exceptional student needs such as learning disabilities and autism spectrum disorder.
5. Recommendation that behavior management/managing classroom behavior is a tool needed by every classroom teacher, not just those certified in special education.
6. Determine what endorsements would be most valuable.
