News from other Divisions

Since the monthly newsletters are considered to be a good source of information, we have been requested to include the following information from the Division of Educator Preparation for you to share with your certification officer. This information is targeted to the colleges/universities and not to the school districts.

EPSB has completed the KTIP Alternative Route Status Web Report.  This report lists all candidates who are enrolled in a Teacher Preparation program at your institution, who have been issued a temporary provisional certification, and who are currently in or have recently completed KTIP.  The intention of this report is to display the KTIP completion status of your alternative route candidates as part of the exit and recommendation for certification processes.

To access this report, you must first login from the EPSB main webpage at www.kyepsb.net.  Once logged in, click the IHE Data Reports button from the menu on the left-side of your screen. 	LEAD Content for Elementary Special Education will be “Elementary Education” and Population will be specific to the students (i.e. Specific Learning Disability, Functional Mental Disability, Developmentally Delayed, etc.).

	LEAD Content for Middle/High School Special Education will be “Any” and the Population will be specific to the students (i.e. Specific Learning Disability, Functional Mental Disability, Developmentally Delayed, etc.).


Question:

If a school has other interns already producing the Teacher Work Sample (TWS), may an intern beginning his/her internship this month (January 2006) produce a Teacher Work Sample (TWS) instead of a Portfolio?

EPSB Response:

Regrettably, the answer is no; he/she may not.  KTIP is a legal process subject to legal review in case of an appeal.  The TWS materials have been approved by the General Assembly for use through June 2006 by pilot project interns only; therefore, the EPSB does not have the authority to allow a broader use of the TWS than what has been approved by the legislature. An intern must complete KTIP using a single set of approved materials, so this precludes use of the TWS materials for mid-year starters at this time.  You may use the TWS materials to supplement regular KTIP materials, but all committee decisions for interns not in the pilot must be based on use of approved materials.

Question:

If I already know who the Administrator Educator (AE) will be for our KPIP intern, may I include the AE’s name and social security number on the Confirmation of Employment (COE)?

EPSB Response:

Yes.  It is very helpful to us if you do include this information on the COE.
