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Introduction
All of us here at the Education Professional Standards Board would like to welcome everyone into spring.  This is the season where April showers bring May flowers, storms, planting and mowing of lawns.  


KTIP District Coordinators:

Final electronic Resource Teacher Time Sheets (RTTs) and Records of Teacher Internship Year (RTIYs) are due to EPSB on or before May 1.  This is important and needs to be communicated to all KTIP resource teachers, interns, and principals.  If circumstances arise that prevent the May 1 deadline to be met, please contact us immediately and we will work with you as much as possible. 
Under no circumstances will a RTT be sent back for modification if it is received after May 1.  This is due to the fiscal year deadlines for budget. Any time sheets received prior to May 1 and returned to the resource teacher for changes, must be resubmitted no later than May 1.  Time Sheets returned to the resource teacher cannot be accessed by EPSB staff, so it is critical that resource teachers, principals, and district coordinators monitor the RTT status daily, sign off, and submit by May 1.

KTIP District Coordinators:

To plan for KTIP training for the upcoming school year, Division of Professional Learning and Assessment staff needs to have an accurate count of how many interns will be using the Teacher Work Sample (TWS) versus the portfolio in their internships.

Inquiries of the Month:

April

Question:  Is observation of the intern or resource teacher outside normal working hours considered an approvable out-of-class mentoring activity?
EPSB Response:  Observation is an activity spent in an instructional setting between the intern/resource teacher and students during normal working hours.  Out-of-class mentoring is consultation time spent outside of an instructional setting.  Therefore, classroom observations cannot be counted as approvable out-of-class mentoring activities.
Question:  When an intern is successful what do they need to turn in to receive a professional certificate?

EPSB Response:  When an intern is successful what needs to be forwarded to EPSB is the electronic Final Report and a cashiers’ check or money order made payable to the Kentucky State Treasurer (or the intern may choose to use ePay to submit payment).  

Should the intern have a temporary provisional, the same must be submitted in addition to a TC-1. 

Question:  How important are the Due Dates for RTIYs and RTTs?
EPSB Response:  The Due Dates for RTIYs and RTTs are extremely important.  In order to process payments by the end of the fiscal year, these electronic reports must be submitted on time.  The RTIYs  and RTTs are due on or before May 1.  If for any reason this due date cannot be met, please contact us.  Under no circumstances will a RTT be sent back for modification if it is received after May 1.  This is due to the fiscal year deadlines for budget.

Question:  Do we still claim one hour per semester for entering data into the electronic time sheet?

EPSB Response:  Due to regulation change this activity is no longer approvable for out-of-class mentoring.

Question:  When there is a KTIP committee member change or a change in the KTIP District Coordinator, who do we notify?

EPSB Response:  All KTIP committee member changes on the COE and District Coordinator changes should be made in writing to Teresa or Sharon.  Please make sure to include email address, mailing addresses, and social security number.
Question:  Where do I go to use ePay?

EPSB Response:  Once EPSB approves the RTIY the intern will receive an email with a link for ePay.

Question:  

Why is the deadline for final reports and resource teacher time sheets May 1 if EPSB has until June 15 to process them?

EPSB Response: 

There are three reasons for establishing May 1 as the deadline for submitting final reports and resource teacher time sheets.  One is to support schools in their closing activities.  Many schools end the spring semester in late May or early June and there are a lot of tasks that must be completed before summer break.  By making the final reports and time sheets due by May 1, the KTIP committee members can complete the internship work and focus on school closing activities.  Secondly, interns that end their internship in May will be seeking employment for the upcoming school year.  The May 1 deadline allows all paperwork to be processed in time for interns to receive professional certificates for employment.  Lastly, EPSB must close the fiscal year and have all payments made by a due date established within state government.  The May 1 deadline makes it possible to meet this deadline. 

Question:
Who may attend the 2006 regional meetings?

EPSB Response:

The regional meetings are designed to provide information and address issues related to LEAD and KTIP.  We strongly encourage all LEAD and KTIP coordinators to attend.  Unfortunately, space is limited to sixty attendees per session at each location so we are restricted to two attendees per district, per session.

EPSB Response:
