Even though you have these dates in your KTIP Implementation Guide, it never hurts to have a gentle reminder.  Each of the following documents listed must be submitted electronically to the Division of Professional Learning and Assessment:
Today, December 15:  For interns finishing their second semester, their Record of Teacher Internship Year (RTIY).
By December 20:  Resource Teacher Time Sheets (RTTs) for the fall semester.
By February 15:  Confirmations of Employment (COE) for spring semester interns.

By May 1:  Both RTTs for the spring semester and full year interns and RTIYs for full-year teacher interns.
By May 15:  Interim Reports for spring semester interns.
