School email addresses are now uniform throughout the state and should read as in this example: firstname.lastname@district.kyschools.us .  Caution everyone to be sure to insert the dots in the correct places!  Also, please pass along the new online security features that include username and password recovery, as mentioned in last month’s newsletter.
From KyEducators
This reminder:  Any face-to-face KTIP TPA training must be preceded by doing the online KTIP homework.  Log on at www.kyeducators.org, and remember that this is mandatory before attending the live training.  Also, please be aware that the former KTIP training is ONLY on line and will not be available at face-to-face training sessions…..only KTIP TPA will be face-to-face. 
As part of this training, there are three quizzes to take, which can be taken as often as necessary to pass.  When the homework and quizzes are finished, the taker is automatically issued an electronic “ticket” for admission to the face-to-face training.  After this training, one must return to KyEducators to take the “Post Face-to-Face Training Quiz” workshop on line.  When this is completed, a certificate is issued and the taker is then qualified to be a KTIP TPA committee member.  The registration process for the homework has not changed, and the homework and post-training workshop are free.

Continuing Education Option and National Board Certification
We hope you will encourage teachers in your district to consider these two professional development options.  You can learn more about both of them by checking out the EPSB website at www.kyepsb.net .  On the menu, check under “Certification.”  Many teachers may not know how these two options may lead to changes in rank. 

The Kentucky Legislature has as its goal to have at least one National Board Certified Teacher in every school by 2020, and Kentucky is well on its way.  We rank ninth in the nation with the number of NBCTs we currently have.  There are financial incentives provided by the legislature, the National Board, and local districts that make this option an attractive one. 

If National Board Certification is not the option for your district’s teachers, you might ask them to consider CEO, which is growing in participants every year.  This statewide option also provides a financial benefit upon completion of the program and is proving to be an attractive alternative for professional development.  The value of both of these programs is that they are relevant for today’s schools and for helping teachers develop personal growth plans applicable to their immediate work in schools and with young learners.
