At EPSB we have had numerous phone calls from intern committees regarding when an internship actually begins in relation to the 140 days cited in regulation. The 140 days for the internship does begin with the first day of employment for the teacher pursuant to 16 KAR 7:010 Section 4:

Section 4. Requirements for Time in the Internship and Classroom Assignment. (1) The one (1) year internship shall be completed during one (1) of the following:

      (a) No less than 140 instructional days of employment in a certified position in the intern’s area of certification for which the teacher intern receives compensation during one (1) school year; or

      (b) Two (2) semesters totaling at least 140 instructional days of employment in a certified position in the intern’s area of certification for which the teacher intern receives compensation in two (2) consecutive school years.

Committees need to ensure that 140 instructional days of employment will be met in order to begin the internship.  For example, if an intern is employed August 1 as an instructional day or one of the required 4 professional development days, then the school should begin the 140 day count from August 1.  If 140 days are not available for the full year, then the intern would wait until the next semester to meet the 70 days requirement. (However, this year there may be no spring semester interns due to the limited budget.)

As for the Cycle days, these occur after the orientation meeting.  
Cycle 1:  1 - 60 instructional days following the orientation.  

Cycle 2:  61-110 instructional days following the orientation.  

Cycle 3:  111-140 instructional days following the orientation.

Surveys for Resource Teachers

Update Your Profile Please!
Every certified teacher has a profile in the EPSB system.  Unfortunately, many teachers have not updated their contact information, and consequently some of the correspondence from this office does not reach the people for whom it is intended.  Please log on to the EPSB website at www.kyepsb.net to update your information in “My Profile.”  Please be sure to include your Date of Birth, SSN, current email address at your school, phone numbers, and current and permanent mailing addresses.  If you would notify all interns, resource teachers, and principals to complete this task, EPSB would greatly appreciate it.
IECE Question
The question has come up about whether an IECE resource teacher must have IECE certification to be a resource teacher for an IECE intern.  Ideally, that would be the case, but we all know that in some schools that is not possible.  As long as the resource teacher has had KTIP TPA IECE training then the resource teacher can mentor an IECE intern.
PRAXIS II Review Panels
The Education Professional Standards Board (EPSB) periodically hosts reviews of required teacher certification tests. Qualifications for panelists

· Certification.  Teachers should be fully certified in the content area they will be reviewing. Teachers who hold temporary, provisional, or other types of limited certification should not be panelists.  

· Current Experience with Content Area.  Teachers not currently engaged in the content area are less likely to be perceived as qualified subject-matter experts.

· Teaching Experience. All teachers should have between three and ten years of teaching experience.  Teachers who have taught less than three years are not likely to possess sufficient classroom experience. Teachers who have taught more than ten years may no longer have a clear understanding of beginning teaching practice.  Note: Teachers who have served as cooperating or resource teachers within the past three years do qualify to participate in reviews.
