NTEP State Team Meeting Notes

1. Holly Boffy began discussion concerning the update from each of the NTEP states at the San Antonio meeting.  Rather than an Ignite Presentation giving an overview of all progress toward initiatives, a ten (10) minute presentation on one initiative will be given.  The Steering Committee discussed two possible options: KTIP/PGES or data systems.  Holly will submit options to Mary Dean Barringer of CCSSO for her consideration.
2. Feedback from last meeting.  Any lingering issues?
a. Question arose on how Vanguard fits into the overall agenda.  It was discussed that Vanguard is a pilot and should align to the NTEP initiatives, including PGES.  Terry Holliday suggested a meeting among Bob King, Robert, and himself to further discuss.
b. Follow-up on data request to Susan Allred regarding EPSB needs for accountability model. Terry Hibpshman will send to Susan.

3. Scott Smith provided an overview of the available data on the dash board and updates on what is next.  The current dash board may be found by clicking https://wd.kyepsb.net/EPSB.WebApps/Dashboard/DashbrdWeb/
It was clarified that student growth percentile data will be used as one of the reports within the dashboard and data will be used in the proportional accountability model.  Inclusion of this data aligns with CAEP requirements.

4. During the last stocktake of the NTEP Steering Committee, it was discussed that stakeholder involvement is a concern.  There are several outputs of information, but inputs are limited.  A Stakeholder Feedback Portal is being developed into which feedback may be gathered from all those identified in the Guiding Coalition, as well as others.  The shell of the portal was shared with the committee.  The directions to log on and use the portal will be sent to members.  Steering Committee members will be asked to provide sample questions for which they would like feedback concerning the current progress of NTEP work.  These questions will be further discussed during state team time at the San Antonio meeting.

5. The Kentucky overview of the SEED grant initiative was provided to the members.  The SEED initiative aligns with the NTEP work around the area of career pathways.  In addition, the Next Generation Teacher Education in Kentucky being hosted by UK/UL was provided.  The focus of this work will also support the NTEP work.  That meeting is scheduled for Friday, April 18, 2014.

6. An overview of the NTEP work will be provided at the next EPSB meeting on April 28, 2014.  Bradley Bielski offered to lead that discussion.
