 Michael Abell, University of Louisville
Welcome by Sharon Brennan at 1:02. The new member, Sandy Sinclair- Curry, EPSB Board Member was introduced. Approval of Minutes: A motion was made to accept the minutes by LuAnn Asbury and seconded by Steve Fardo; motion carried.
KTIP Report: Sharon Salsman, EPSB, reported there are currently 1,274 approved internships, with more coming in daily. We have 2,493 slots available. Last year 282 were denied due to budget, with 104 currently approved this school year. There were 19 unsuccessful KTIP interns last year; 6 appealed. Out of those appeals, two (2) were nullified, one (1) was overturned, and three (3) were upheld. 
National Board Report: As with all programs, National Board is experiencing budget constraints. Dr. Rogers sent out a memo to all superintendents, Commissioner Holliday and others regarding National Board. This year we were not able to issue the $200 per day or $400 total incentive to the teachers due to budget. Staff will continue to monitor these funds to determine if any reimbursements will be available. 

Teresa Moore has requested and received an additional $200k from National Board, bringing our total grant to $525k.  As of today a total of 332 first-time candidates have received federal subsidy funds, and we have a total of 363 first-time candidates.   We currently have enough federal funds to assist 88 more candidates.  While the EPSB is responsible for the trust fund, we are not responsible for the $2,000 incentive; those funds are handled by KDE.
MSD (Moderate to Severe Disabilities) 
Michael Abell of the University of Louisville pulled together a cadre of those who taught moderate to severe disabilities to discussed additional resources needed for MSD interns during the KTIP year.  All faculty throughout the state who ran like programs were invited. 
The cadre reviewed the new Individualized Independent Curricula standards (IIC) for students with MSD and ways universities are training teachers to serve students with MSD.

Michael Abell contacted the EPSB to discuss how to align the IIC Standards to the Kentucky Teacher Standards of KTIP.  It was decided to develop a strategic addendum for MSD interns and committee members to supplement the KTIP TPA Handbook.
The group used the Kentucky Teacher Standards (KTS) to align the IIC Standards to the KTS.  The alignment document was then shared with KACI.  KACI members agreed to review the document and provide any comments or suggestions to Robert Brown, who would forward to Michael Abell.  KACI members agreed that the interface or addendum was beneficial to the KTIP program. A point was made that this work needed to be referenced on the web page as a resource for MSD teachers and interns. It was also suggested that this could be a starting point for other content areas as well.  A motion was made by Rich Crowe and seconded by Linda Nickel in favor of supporting the work described by Michael Abell.  The cadre will continue by providing examples of MSD-specific practices that will align to the TPA tasks as was done with the Leadership Task.   This work will be sent to EPSB for review. Michael Abell stated the program should be completed no later than the fall of 2010.
IECE Training
Megan Purcell and the IECE Review Committee updated the KTIP IECE TPA Training. A training video created using teachers from Scott, Fayette and Pulaski County schools was discussed.  Within the video, IECE teachers identify what one will see in an IECE classroom. Teresa Moore highlighted specific IECE PowerPoint slides of the new KTIP IECE TPA Training. 
There was some interest regarding the growth of IECE programs in the public school system. Once all Confirmations of Employment have been entered, EPSB staff will analyze data to determine any increase in IECE internships between 2009/10 and 2010/11 school years. 
IECE Trainings will be held at the EPSB in Conference Room A, September 21, 2010 8:30 a.m. – 12:30 p.m. EDT and September 27, 2010 from 1:00 p.m.  – 5:00 p.m. EDT.
Training Issues: 

The following training issues were discussed:
· Increase in number of training participants without homework:  Some present did not have much of an issue with this; however, it was observed that a person cannot be completely trained until the homework is completed. Through KyEducators.org, EPSB staff can identify these individuals.
· Increase in incidence of candidates not completing the post assessment. The following suggestions were made:

· Provide an assessment during the face-to-face training.  Robert Brown shared some emails received asking for input about this. A lengthy discussion was held concerning the best way to provide the post-assessment, which is mandated by KRS 161.030.  It was recommended by KACI to create an assessment as part of the training, similar to a performance assessment.  This type of assessment would align to the state initiative of assessment for learning.  After successfully completing the face-to-face training, including the assessment, committee members would leave the training with a certificate.  

· Trainers would still collect the e-ticket.  Those who did not have an e-ticket would be identified on the roster and not be issued a certificate at the end of the day.

· Those who successfully complete the training and the assessment would receive the certificate.

· The completers would be entered in KyEducators.org as is done presently.

· Those who complete the homework later would be identified and then entered into the system.
· A committee will be organized to develop the assessment.

· The training will remain the same for this year.  However, it was suggested that EPSB staff contact KyEducators to determine if the submit, yellow button, and the print certificate button can be the same. It might be possible to put the submit button under the print certificate button and remove one step. 
Other KTIP items

· Intern Performance Record (IPR) online templates were discussed.  Blank pages have been added behind the standards to assist with collected evidence for the intern’s performance.
· Communications regarding Option VI interns have been sent several times. If page 4 or 5 of the TC-TP is not completed allowing an Alternative Route intern to participate in KTIP, the internship is denied in IMS. 
· Budget: Regular KTIP & CTE: 
The EPSB took another budget cut. The Office of Career and Technical Education (OCTE) once again provided funds to support KTIP to the sum of $170k, which will fund 107 CTE interns. Robert Brown is in discussions with KDE to provide additional funds for KTIP through Title II.  These funds may be used to support training and mentors for an internship program.  Michael Dailey of KDE is the person with whom Robert Brown is communicating. 
· Communications regarding reduction to 40 hours mentoring
In our last EPSB Board meeting, the Board agreed to increase the mentor rate for resource teachers from $25 per hour to $28 per hour and decrease the out-of-class mentoring hours from 50 hours to 40 hours for this biennium budget cycle. We received positive responses concerning this decision. EPSB staff members are monitoring the denied-for-budget (DFB) numbers. Continuous reminders are being sent to districts to identify those DFB and enter the COEs into IMS.  A spreadsheet is being sent to all districts of those that were denied from 2008/09 and 2009/10.
SB1 and KTIP:
SB 1 mandates that KTIP be aligned to the new core academic standards.  EPSB must ensure that our training documents, tasks, and IPRs all align with the core standards. 
KACI reviewed the KDE Webpage that identified the changes in the Kentucky Core Academic Standards and assessments, specifically the areas with Program Reviews. The information included PowerPoints identifying the time line for implementation. The importance of ensuring all had access to the information through training documents was emphasized.  It was discussed that embedded within the common core standards in the high school sections of English/Language Arts and math are college readiness standards.  Some districts are piloting the new core standards, and interns and committee members are making decisions about what to use during the completion of the TPA tasks.  To assist with communications, a one page document will be drafted by EPSB staff for review and feedback and sent to the pilot districts. KACI agreed that the training and information will remain intact for this year; however, a work team will be organized to begin identifying the needed changes to the documents and the training information for next year.  

The following points of clarification were provided by Michael Miller of KDE after the KACI meeting:

1. The standards that have been revised are English/language arts and mathematics.  They are not being “piloted,” but are now being rolled out to every school through a network professional development approach.  The standards are final but will not be assessed for state accountability until 2011-2012.

2. The program reviews are in arts, writing, and practical living/career studies.  The core academic standards for content areas other than English/language arts and mathematics have NOT yet been revised.  There was a pilot of the program review draft criteria this past school year.  Schools are free to explore the new program review during this academic year, but the program review criteria in accountability has yet to be established.  At this point, I don’t think program reviews need reference in KTIP other than an awareness level.

Dick Roberts made the motion to develop a work team to change the documents, and Randy McCallon seconded the motion. The motion carried.  Dick Roberts, Judy Thomas, Linda Nickel, LuAnn Asbury, and Janet O’Connell of KACI agreed to serve on the work team.  EPSB staff members will identify other individuals for the committee.
Teacher Standards Discussion

A question was raised as to whether or not the INTASC Standards were to be adopted by the EPSB.  Robert Brown explained that the EPSB had received a copy of the standards for public comment, but there has been no decision concerning the adoption of those standards.  Staff members who have reviewed the document communicated concerns to Phil Rogers about various aspects of the standards.
After the September 20th EPSB Board meeting, Robert Brown will speak with the P-20 Data Collaborative concerning EPSB’s plan for aligning KTIP to SB 1.  The information from KACI will be shared with this group. Next meeting date: November 19, 2010 from 1:00 p.m. – 4:00 p.m.
The meeting was adjourned at 3:30 p.m.
