· Welcome and introductions were made.
· Motion to approve minutes was made by Lu Ann Asbury and seconded by Megan Purcell.	
		
· Fall KTIP updates:	Currently there are a total of 2,370 regular interns in the following categories:
· 2,363 Full year interns 
· 15 spring completers 
· 59 vocational
· 1 spring and 21 full year COEs were denied for various reasons
· 9 resignations and 70 denied for budget 

· KTIP Task Force Meeting: A brief synopsis was given regarding the purpose of the meeting – trying to condense tasks while keeping integrity of standards and program. 
· LuAnn Asbury presented condensation of Tasks D & F. Members of KACI reviewed the combined tasks.
·  General discussion ensued regarding the collaboration among students, teachers, and leadership. How these tasks flow with others standards (KDE, Professional Organization Teaching Standards, EPSB) required of new and existing teachers and how these revisions make the tasks more fluid. 
· Dick Roberts presented on Tasks G and H. Redundancy was eliminated in these tasks, greater emphasis was placed on baseline knowledge instead of pre/post assessments. He also reviewed Task J-1. Discussion ensued regarding the elimination of J-2 and placing some of the language in different tasks. Discussion ensued regarding the possibility to include student reflection in Task C to make this a focal point or consider  this being used in KTIP TPA training. 
· Task C was reviewed and refinements were made. This task is completed prior to Cycles 1 and 2 and aligns with Task J. 
· Crosswalk with IPR necessary to ensure all standards are being met regarding the refinements. 
· Megan Purcell made a motion to approve the changes and LuAnn Asbury seconded. 

·  Changes  will go out to focus groups 

· Training suggestions/concerns: Templates as a guide and/or tool should be an insert on the slides. Committees should guide the intern in the use of these templates.

· Other concerns: Can co-teaching be aligned into KTIP? Is EdPrep at IHE level really preparing their students for KTIP? Co-teaching is not only beneficial to the intern, but to the master teacher as well.
